February 26 - “Summer Hours”  Adult siblings must choose whether to dismantle or memorialize the home
and art treasures left by their mother. An ironic use of this historic home by the grandchildren further highlights
generational gaps. French with subtitles.

March 26 - “Just another Love Story” is a Danish thriller in which a crime scene police photographer in
Copenhagen becomes enmeshed and obsessed with a blinded accident victim and assumes the role of her
former lover. French with subtitles.

April 30 - “I’ve Loved you so Long”  is a French melodrama starring academy award winner Kristen Scott
Thomas as a woman who, imprisoned for 15 years, struggles to interact with her younger sister and family
and to find her place in society.

Heights were proud to announce that  PFA Board member Maria DeCaprio-
Sunta was the recipient of the 2009 Stud Terkel Humanities Service
Award,  This local “humanities heroine” has been recognized by Mayor
Straz for her outstanding efforts on behalf of the humanities in the
community.

Mayor Straz was “please and honored to nominate Maria for the award
because she is a woman who has truly made a difference in the quality
of cultural life in the Palos area.  Through her remarkable, unselfish
contributions and dedication to the arts, she has been instrumental in
the advancement of many fine programs, events and galleries in the
area.”

Of her many contributions to the community, she was honored specifically
for fostering art education and community art appreciation, epitomized
by her key role in helping to transform the historic McCord House of
Palos Park into the McCord Gallery and Cultural Center.   Maria’s passion
for public art has most recently been focused in her hometown of Palos
Heights.  Since its conception in 2007, Maria has been a fundamental
and integral part of the Art Garden, a community gathering place and
inspirational artistic retreat for visitors of all ages to enjoy. She was
instrumental in developing two permanent murals at the Palos Heights
Recreation Center and the Palos Park Recreation Center which depict
the significant sites of each community. She volunteers as a host for the arts for Channel 4 - PHTV presenting her show, “Painting
in Palos” and covers the community arts scene to keep the public informed of current events. Maria served on the steering committee
for the Artrain, a traveling collection of Smithsonian art which was brought to Palos Park in 1999. The event culminated in a week
long celebration.

Maria is a working artist in watercolor, acrylic, collage and photography.  She teaches children art lessons at McCord Gallery &
Cultural Center and at LaGrange Art League.  She also teaches adult watercolor classes. She has served on the Moraine Valley
Foundation Board and Palos Fine Arts Board for approximately 15 years.  She feels the arts enhances the quality of life and brings
people together for a common cause.   She cannot imagine life without beautiful art to look at or music to listen or dance to.  The joy
it brings to the soul makes the difficult things in life easier to deal with. She was presented with the bronze medal on December 1,
2009 at the Palos Heights City Hall.
